INSTRUCTIONS FOR FEW TRADING PLANS 
Note 1: Be sure to check a forex news calendar for the upcoming trading session. Economic news can drive forex price movement. Here is one forex news calendar we like and reference in each trading plan:

Note 2: All clients can retrieve FEW forex trading plans with a username (email) and password. Some FEW plans come with an audio clip that you can click on and play. Make sure your speakers and volume are
correctly set. Each report can also be printed out by FEW subscribers.

Note 3: The FEW trading plans are issued twice daily and will have information pertinent to particular currency pair(s), whether or not the pair is trending, oscillating, or a new trend is forming or if the pair is choppy, and parallel and inverse pairs to follow. We analyze currency pairs in parallel and inverse groups. Make sure you have access to price alarms via your broker's trade station or through our partners trading platforms. When applicable our trade plans do come with a forex price alarm that you can use for setup in almost any forex trade station. Free price alarms are widely available on many brokerage platforms.

Note 4: Each plan is the sole property of FEW and the subscriber only and is copyrighted. Please do not post or publish any FEW plan in any form or discuss the specific content of an actual FEW plan in any chat rooms whatsoever, this would be a copyright infringement. The service is the lowest priced on the market and broker rebates are available to obtain ForexEarlyWarning at no cost so we ask that you respect that the FEW plans are for the sole use of you the subscriber . . . thanks! 


Note 5: Each FEW forex trading plan comes with specific "trend channels" for entry. We use trend channels or "timeframe's" to analyze all 22 pairs we follow. If you own expensive software you can use the "trend channel" channel setups in each plan directly inside your expensive software. You can also use smaller trend channels than what is specified in each trend for timing. 

An "open channel" means the channel lines are separated and pointed up (or down) with a steep angle. Open channel's point up for buys and down for sells and the trend is valid for that particular time frame. 

If you do not own expensive software and you are using the free forex trend indicators on our homepage or third party high end charting package like Accucharts with equivalent trend indicators this is also acceptable. If you are using these tools when the price alarm hits just check the M1 - M60 minute channels for entry, just make sure these channels are open on entry.

All clients now have access to the live Forex Heatmap ™ for full entry verification.
Use the link in the gray menu bar at the top of this page, it is avalable after you sign-in as a subscriber.


If you are not using expensive software or any of the trend analysis tools provided by FEW you can also use your own trend indicators that you are comfortable with or have used in the past. Just make sure they are set up for multiple timeframe analysis and conform to the tools on our web site.


Note 6: Price alarm points are not "buy points" or "sell points". When the alarm goes off check to see if the trend channels provided in each plan are open and check the parallel and inverse pairs and market condition prior to entry using the forex heatmap. Price alarm points are for bid prices on all plans and can be adjusted for the spread. If the forex heatmap indicates that you should not enter the trade just reset the alarm higher or lower anc check it again later when it hits.

Note 8: The FEW analysis team uses multiple timeframe analysis on 22 currencypairs nightly for plan development along with parallel and inverse analysis of each pair group.
Daily trading plans, education library, audio library and weekly live webinar's are included in your subscription free of charge. Please take full advantage of this free service to get further training and have your questions answered. The cost of the plans is $19.95 per month but cash rebates are available from 3 brokers and the rebates will be paid into your trading account.

Note 9: "Instant audio clips" might be attached to selected reports. Just click on the audio buttons at the top of each report when they appear and listen to chart descriptions, current trade conditions, entry plans, and announcements. The "play" button is on the far left. Make sure your headset or speakers are properly adjusted.

Note 10: Email is used only for notification that the latest plans are uploaded to the web site. If you do not receive the emails for some reason the reports still can be accessed on the web site by logging in with your email and password. Sometimes email servers are less than perfect on delivery of the notification emails. Reports are sent out twice daily within about a 30 minute window plus or minus at 200 GMT and 1630 GMT check the FEW web site near these times for the latest report.
