34 Semi Automated Entries (entry orders)
This lesson is for experienced traders not for newbies looking for shortcuts.
For years I have never trained anyone to use entry orders, however with the advent of the Forex Heatmap I believe if all of the criteria are met in this lesson experienced traders can use them. Semi-Automated trading takes the best of everything and automates some of the necessary components but still gives you the ability to exit if you make a mistake. 
I teach and personally prefer manual entries however if all of these conditions and rules are met this is a low risk entry order situation
Rules 1 – Analyse the trends of the market using multiple timeframe anaysis.
Rule 2 – Determine if we are in a strong trending market. By a strong trending market I mean the midterm trend on software or equivalent free trend indicator D1 timeframe is separated. Better scenario is midterm and longterm trend on software or equivalent D1 and W1 timeframes on the free indicators are separated.
See slideshow for picture of stable MT and D1 Timeframes
Rule 3 – Determine if you have parallel and inverse trend support. If you want to set a sell entry order on the CHF/JPY for example and the GBP/JPY and EUR/ JPY also have solid downtrends, then the criteria are met. 
Rule 2 – Check to see if the market has smooth movement cycles, not choppy market, on the smaller timeframes.
Rule 3 – Check short term and long term support and resistance and determine the money management ratio and make sure that the potential reward in pips is high versus the risk. 200 pips would be a suggested minimum.
Rule 4 - If a pair has definable support or resistance area and a stable consolidation set an entry order below or above the stable area of support or resistance area. 
See slideshow for stable consolidation example.
Setting the entry order and associated alarm. Set a price alarm one pip below the ask or one pip above the bid of the entry order to act as an execution alert. When the alarm hits you are in the trade at the entry order price. Some brokers also have built-in execution alerts on their platforms.
When the alarm goes off you are in the trade. Go to the computer and check the forex heatmap configurations to make sure the market is in agreement with the entry. Wait 15 -30 minutes and reset stop up or down.

Setting entry orders can be papertraded. Set default stop with the entry order when you place the order. If you check the heatmap and the configurations don’t support the entry (spikes and fakeouts) you may make or lose some pips on these but if you are right half of the time you will make a lot of pips doing this.
Risks: If you are wrong and the alarm hits you will make or lose between 10-15 pips on about half of your trades, if you are right you will be pips ahead and highly profitable on the other half of the trades so the money management ratio is in order if you follow the steps correctly, You will be wrong but you will know it quickly. 

If you are a newbie and thinking of doing this remember what I said at the top of this training. It's a bit sad because there are a lot of newbies, with not much knowledge but boy do they want pips and shortcuts. So don't do it, veterans are welcome to give it a shot. Veterans know what to do.
