Carry over from NFP….

The Euro and Swiss held their strength for the most part maintaining their MT chart A & S against the still weak YEN.   But this current shot of the heatmap show the pound weakened overnight to the tune of...... 
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Yen cross pairs held their strength from NFP momentum....
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Sudden drop of the pound.....
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  380 pips providing sling shot entries into the pound USD, Eur/GBP and GBP/Chf. Energy or momentum was provided by USD strength and pound weakening. 
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You can see clear points of entry as these pairs broke resistance  and support levels which opened up their 720 and MT charts with A & S. 
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I monitor and catch these moves by wrapping alarms around a few of the majors and yen cross pairs when looking for new entries. 
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Then just use the heatmap groups for conformation before entering. I took all profits thinking this may be an intra day move and the chart picture can change just that quick overnight. Clue all majors did not move with the same magnitude and the yen crosses remained steady for the most part so USD strength and pound weakness may be temporary and not trend setting.  I have trained myself to look at the weakest currency group first then look at all the pairs in that group for possible trades.  
 

I just take what I can get and wait for the next move called surviving,  just the nature of the market....
