How will retracement cycles last…

is not an exact science but easy enough to gauge by analyzing previous retracement cycles on the charts. This is how I get an idea of approximately when pairs will bottom out and  new entries into a new cycle movement possible. Just look at the previous retracement cycle and count the boxes or triangles, most of the time works like a charm.  
 

The pound retraces four boxes or four days, before leveling out and giving  a fresh cross into a new up-cycle. 
 


 

The Euro retraces three boxes or days on the ST chart before leveling out at support and giving a fresh cross into the next move. 
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The Kiwi retraces only two boxes or days on the ST chart before bottoming out and giving a fresh cross into a new bullish move. 
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The pound yes retraces for three boxes or days before leveling out and giving a breakout or fresh cross into its bullish trend. 
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The Aussie Yen retraces for two to three days or boxes on the ST chart before hitting a support level where it reverses into a fresh cross in the direction of its LT chart. 
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You can see where the euro yen retracement cycles last four days before bottoming out and giving a fresh cross back into the LT trend. This is not magic or rocket science anyone can do this and make a good living for their family.
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Bottom line here is, when charts are clear with their signals I have no problem taking my share of pips and with heatmap conformation signaling  which currency groups are driving the market,  it's a given. I have become familiar with the environment I work in now and I am prepared to act when opportunity presents itself stacking best probabilities on my side for success. And I am here to tell you placing limit orders on a 50+ pip  positions has proven to make more pips than if I were manually getting out. For example:
 

Position #1 limit out at 100 pips
Position #2 limit out at 150 pips
Position #3 limit out at 200 pips
Position #4 limit out at 225 250 pips. I have been catching spikes and orders come off when I am asleep or away from the computer etc. After 250 pips I start looking for the pair to retrace.  My newest thing.....
