presented when trending pairs consolidate or retrace against their long term trends.  Heatmap signals commence with chart signals when retracements and consolidations come to an end. Market currency drivers change so buying or selling respectively back into the long term trends get successful new or added on entries.....    Source of education comes from the Big Light DVDs as well as Big Lights write-up. 
 

Notice how the Yen cross charts match the bars on the heatmap, the same for major pair charts match the bars on the heatmap, showing both Yen cross and major pairs moving in unison proving triple foundations with diverging angle and separation......
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If you remember last week major pairs were either retracing or consolidating against their long term trends. I used the Euro ST chart to illustrate a pair retracing and the Pound pair to illustrate a pair consolidating. You can see how each pairs ST chart has been resolved since one week ago, both breaking out of resistance levels to form  triple long term foundations. Knowing how to read these signals and react to them, is key to trading  for maximum profit taking. 
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The reason I am going over this one concept is because I notice the ST and MT charts are getting into the over extended mode once again and the cycle is about to perpetuate itself,  consolidating, and or retracing flattening out into channels before moving back into long term trends. These cycles provide me with new entries adding on to profits.  Pattern recognition is key to taking profits from the spot FX market. 
  

The 120 minute chart broke resistance levels building the   ST daily and MT weekly charts for the  Eur/Usd. 
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Same for the pound charts. The 120 minute chart breaking resistance levels building the Gbp/Usd  MT weekly chart bullish long term trend as  major pairs move in unison. 
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Same for the Aussie 120 minute chart breaking resistance levels building the  Aud/Usd   MT weekly chart firming up long term trends. 
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The 120 minute  Aud/Yen chart of the yen crosses show best entry opportunity every time the pair pulls back or dips against the long term trend, as the Yen cross pairs move in unison with the majors. The heatmap shows  USD and YEN currency weakness driving the market. The sling shot effect of one currency weakening the same time other currencies  are strengthening provide successful entries into hundreds of pips. 
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Gaining experience and perception into reading these chart and heatmap signals will bring pay increases every time pay day comes around. Success comes to those that pursue it.
