over time in a trending market. No sweating, no grabbing lots off, time monitoring trades  down to a minimum, just move the stop up accordingly, (room to breath)  and let open lots run. Intra day pullbacks do not effect these positions, just provide entries for new ones.  Totally my type of trade style, trading smarter not harder. Selling puts and calls to insure these spot positions during retracement cycles is my short term insurance policy and added income.

On USD weakness the Majors broke out of ranges through S & R levels passing momentum to the long term charts. 
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     Eur/Usd 60 minute chart breakout with heatmap conformation. 
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As the JPY continues to weaken, the Yen crosses LT charts will open up as S & R levels are penetrated,  breakouts will occur the same way for new entries. 
 

I reached my goal of holding trades for maximum profits using the BL method. As long as the LT charts are open and fresh I will let them do the work while I do other things.....
 

Once in rhythm with the market, tis a beautiful thang. The pending Holiday weekend will place the market in a holding pattern or consolidate for the duration, but then move back into the direction of the long term trend. If given enough breathing room, open lots will not be effected by intra day consolidations, I think this is key to the broad picture of trading.....
