Entries in  relation to LT charts…..

Intraday Aud/Usd 240 chart with a break of resistance on the weekly LT chart.
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With a break out at resistance of 7239 on the Aud/Usd ST day chart and strong conformation from the Aussie sector/group across the board I.... 
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bought a position on this pair at .7277 up 216  pips per lot as we speak, and will  HOLD the position open based on the strength displayed in the LT charts and session over session  display strength from the major group and yen cross group on the heatmap and the pair reaches higher highs and higher lows every 24 hr. session over session told me this is a pair I can stick with and HOLD over time. 
 

But classic market behavior took place in yesterdays Asian session. The majors and yen crosses retraced against their firm LT trends as the YEN strengthened. So all I had to do  recall  and out came the textbook response to this very familiar market behavior straight from the Big Light DVDs...
 

When a pair is trending, wait for it to retrace then buy the dip.  That is exactly what I did when the Yen strengthened during the Asian session, waited for the Majors and yen cross pairs to retrace then bought  into the dip. 
 

The first illustration is what the heatmap looked like as the YEN strengthen and drove the Majors and yen cross pairs to cycle down. The second illustration is Mark's hand drawn illustration of market highs and lows on a 24 hr. basis, which tells me to look for lows during the asian session and market highs to be reached during the Euro-Us sessions. And that is exactly the way the market behaved during the last 24 hr. period. The third illustration is the heatmap as of this morning as the yen and usd weaken causing  the sling shot effect over the euro-us sessions. The current heatmap shows the majors moving in unison for complete parallel and inverse conformation. 
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The 180 and 4 hr. chart shows the aussie usd pair dip and point of entry back into the direction of the LT charts and overall trend. 
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Took profit on the dip

Aud/Usd   206 pips per lot  entered at 7277    BE was not hit during the volatile market. That is my goal trade. 
Gbp/Usd   101 pips per lot
 

The ST and MT charts show a breakouts with angle and separation and the LT chart a fresh new bullish trend in the last timeframe with angle and separation to form a triple foundation. And if you vertically scan the ST MT and ST charts on all the major and yen cross pairs you will find the same triple foundation condition exists with varying degrees. You can also vertically scan the 180 chart and see where all the pairs took the same dip in unison.  
 

This my student friends is the ultimate primo best market conditions to trade in with greatest confidence and ease.
