Thorough Big Lights Analysis

Step 1 – Read the Biglights writeup Before you start (every day) to
stay on track.

Step 2 – Review the 4 major trends, 720 minute and larger (or
equivalents on other indicators)

Step 3 – Determine which pairs are trending or oscillating, trending
short term chart at a minimum must be separated. Oscillating is it
smooth or choppy.

Step 4 – Conduct a parallel and inverse analysis, which pair groupings
make most sense. Create a short list. Do full drilldown multiple
timeframes on short listed pairs.

Step 5 – Look for support or resistance areas on pairs you narrow down
to through step 4.

Step 6 – Determine alarm areas, then check news which could affect the
pair on both sides .

Step 7 – Pip potential versus risk, is it worth it??

Step 8 – Use Mark’s FEW trading plans as a guide, analyze the market on your own, then compare with  Mark’s daily plans. 

 
Papertrade your plans (execute) over time then move onto microlots
when ready. You can make money trading microlots and learn the forex
while working on entries and managing exits. Then ramp up to full
scale trading over time to maximum lots.
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
