Tip 1 - If the heatmap gives you an unexpected or supplemental trade in the main
session that is a slingshot look straight at H4 chart, if there is no support or
resistance, go for it. It's a timesaver because you look at one timeframe for
final trade decision.

Tip 2 - In a strong trending market with the D1 and W1 timeframes separated (or
MT and LT on software) you only need one site of the pair have the proper
configurations for entry. For example if the USD/CHF has a strong uptrend you
only need USD strength OR CHF weakness in the main session to enter, because the
trend is so strong you are still safe.

Tip 3 - In a choppy market trade slingshots only but if you default to smaller
timeframe like the H1 just don't trade inside support or resistance zones or
clusters (like Tip 1) and exit after 30-50 pips or scale out majority of lots.
Once again main session trading only.
